(4) Concern for the wealcontributions, whichregional Cambodian students
communities can make to the benefits of all Cambodian students in whole
Japan, due to the little understanding about the roles and possibilities of CSAJ
as a real representative organization of Cambodian students outside of the
Kanto region.

To fully implement the CSAJ objective and statute 2003t only
regardirg the election of the President but also all provisions related to
the appropriate relationship between the CSAJ and the four regions;

To determine basic principles in the relationship between the CSAJ
President and Presidents of the four regions, in d@tisun with all
regions concerned, and draft a policy paper that can clarify this
relationship in the satisfaction of all regions. The CSAJ President is
conceptually separatefrom the Presidents of the four regions,
although he/she is also represeg e of the four regions #te same

time. He/she should therefore represent not only the activities of one
region but of all regionsvith prior consents from other presidents of
other all regionswhen he/she acts as the President of the CSAJ. But
he/she des not take away the activities of any single region. All
regions have their own activities representing the Cambodian students
of their respective regions. CSAJ President oapyresent€ambodian
studentsO activities, if these activities are regi®ral in its nature.

To promote regional interests in running for the CSAJ presidency.
CSAJ isoriginally created foall regions, not only for CSAl&s it used

to be Brothers and sisters in all regions should understand this and be
interested in working fothe benefit of CSAJ. This is the only way to
promote CSAJ legitimacy. Although the CSAK is established in the
capital city of Tokyo and its president has been representing the CSAJ
for many consecutive years, it is not fair for the CSAK President to
take this responsibility alone all the time. We should share the
responsibility together. The CSAJ Statute has been adopted to ensure
that every Cambodian student canresent the CSAJ if he/she wants
and if he/she can first become one of the four Presidétie regional
community. The CSAJ Statute also guarantees tambodian
students elected from any of the four regions can equally represent the
CSAJ interestslt is time to prove that this is true and to put this in
practice.

Proposed Structure of CSAJCommittee 2012

According to Article 4. Organizational Structure and Accountability

A CSAJ Committee shall be established to take charge of activities initiated in
the name of CSAJ. The CSAJ Committee shall consist of a Standing Committee and an
Executive Committee.

Members of the Standing Committee and the Executive Committee work on
voluntary basis and are accountable to all Cambodian students listed as members of
the CSAJ.

1. CSAJ StandingCommittee 2012

According to Article 5: CSAJ Standing Committee

Incumbent presidents of regional Cambodian students associations, which
have acceded to the CSAJ Statute, shall automatically become members of the CSAJ
Standing Committee. One of the members shall be elected the CSAJ President and all
the other members shall automatically become Vice-Presidents.

Policies and activities to be implemented in the name of the CSAJ Committee
shall be approved by the CSAJ Standing Committee.

2. CSAJ Executive Committee 2012

According to Article 6: CSAJ Executive Committee

A CSAJ Executive Committee shall be appointed by the President and
approved by all Vice-Presidents. The CSAJ Executive Committee shall consist of the
Secretary General, the Accountant, the Webmaster, the Cultural Officer, the
Academic Officer and other members as may be deemed necessary by the Standing
Committee.

The CSAJ Executive Committee undertakes to implement all policies and
activities adopted by the CSAJ Standing Committee.

____Thus, the members of the CSAJ Executive Committee 2012 will be appointed
and officially announced later once I will be elected as the President CSAJ 2012 and
after gtting approval from Vice-Presidents of CSAJ 2012.
